MISSIONARY NEWSLETTER: Waskosky’s September 2014

Today is Bible Translation Day. When Shedd and | were 13 years old, the U.S. Congress
instituted September 30 as a day to honor the work of Bible translation. It wasn't until
we were almost 30 years old that we felt the Lord's call on our lives to become translators.

At each step on the way -- linguistic and Bible training, refining of the general call to a
specific people group, making friends in Salasaca as we learned the Quichua language
and culture, preparing easy reading materials, drafting books of the New Testament,
learning a variety of ever-changing technology tools, training Salasaca people to analyze
Spanish versions of the Bible, and repeatedly checking their work to assure it's been translated into clear,
accurate, readable and coherent Quichua -- God has clearly guided, equipped, encouraged, and provided not
only at these stages but through many other twists and turns of the long winding path. He is faithful! We
depend on Him!

Woycliffe has recently made a video about fellow translators John and Bonnie Nystrom who have worked
among the Arop in Papua New Guinea (PNG) and who studied linguistics with us in the 1980's. Here's the link

David and I (Kris) watched the video yesterday. It was fun to see the same linguistic prof who also taught
Shedd and me at the North Dakota SIL courses over 30 years ago; it was encouraging to see how God has
redeemed adverse circumstances in PNG so that even more people can be involved in Bible translation.

For me, the best part was what David said after watching the video: "Mom, I'm glad that I'm part of the
Salasaca team." It's true. David is willing to give up the comfort of having us at home helping to meet his
needs so that we can travel to Salasaca to continue the translation project. More importantly, he prays for us
so that the Lord can equip and empower us for kingdom work.

On Thursday (two days to go) we leave again for Ecuador; this will be a six week trip. We want to
acknowledge that we already see God's hand of provision during this pre-trip time of getting many of the
logistics put into place. We are thankful for the people God has sent to help David while we're gone. We also
feel weary as we think about stepping back into the more rustic living circumstances and into a culture and
language with which we're very familiar but which takes much effort to succeed at.

With that in mind, the best thing we can do is to put ourselves into God's good hands and ask Him to work
mightily through us with His power, since our own is lacking. We ask you to join us in praying for these
things:

*that God will open opportunities for us to be a blessing to the Salasaca people while we are there.

*that the Holy Spirit will guide us and give great discernment in every situation even down to the details of
our travel decisions.

*that the Salasaca people we work with and others with whom we connect will rejoice when they receive
new insights and refreshment from the Word.

*that the Salasaca scriptures will continue to stay true to the original meaning in Greek and speak clearly
with impact to the listeners, and also that the readers would understand each passage so that they can convey
the meaning with good expression.

*that God's Word will spread rapidly and be honored wherever it goes and more specifically that we can
publicize the Salasaca website more broadly and that many new users will be motivated to access Bible
stories and New Testament scriptures there.

*that Salasaca believers (and we) can stand firm and be bold when facing failure, embarrassment, pain,
rejection, or opposition.

*that they (and we) would resist Satan's plans to hinder the spread of the gospel and to keep people in
bondage to pagan ways.

*that David, his care-givers, and others who are part of our prayer team will be faithful to pray for the
Salasaca people so that God's kingdom can blossom, grow, and produce much fruit.

2 Corinthians, which was recently approved by our consultant, contains this from the apostle Paul in 1:11:
"He will rescue us because you are helping by praying for us. As a result, many will give thanks to God
because so many people’s prayers for our safety have been answered."

Thank you for supporting us through your prayers and being on the same team to reach the Salasaca people
with the empowering truths of the gospel. We don't know just how God uses our prayers for the good of the
kingdom, but we have experienced time after time how He creatively shows up when we are dependent on
Him, who is the creator and sustainer of the entire universe. What a mighty God we serve!
